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Regulations DocBoat 2009

GENERAL REGULATIONS
International Film Festival DocBoat / Warsaw NON-fiction e-fest 2009 (to be known as DocBoat in this statement of Regulations) is the first Polish online film festival dedicated to documentary film.

DocBoat will take place from 01 - 30 September 2009. 
Creative documentaries of any length are eligible for DocBoat. 
There is no fee required for entry.
DocBoat is a free to view, interactive, TV-quality VOD platform supported by Warsaw authorities.

DocBoat uses streaming TV technology and this streaming of content is accessible only for computers logged on Internet from Polish territory. All tries to watch films in DocBoat by end users from abroad will be blocked permanently.
DocBoat uses the Vividas Streaming Media Content Protection System.
Number of Festival screenings

DocBoat films will be screened in a limited number of screenings – a single festival film may have a maximum of 5,000 releases at the festival.
Limitations to the use of the streaming films

DocBoat and its partners respect the intellectual property rights of third parties and requires end users to do the same.

All films supplied are protected by copyright or by other rights. By logging on DocBoat content, the end user expressly recognises that these rights exist. End users obtain the simple, non-transferable right to use the streaming films for their exclusive personal use in accordance with the copyright law, in the manner offered.
End users are not permitted to process the festival films, make them publicly available, nor to resell or use the films for commercial purposes. Should a non-permitted use be made of the festival films, DocBoat and its partners will take proceedings against any such miss-use, and will instigate civil and criminal proceedings.
REGULATIONS FOR PARTICIPATION 

All documentaries will be screened in the Polish version.

SUBMISSION  

The documentaries will be accepted with English or Polish commentary and/or English or Polish dialogue, or in their original versions with English or Polish subtitles.

The entry form consists of a checklist with all the information needed for the film to be taken into consideration. Your entry will only be accepted if all required materials and information are received on time.  

How to enter your film

DocBoat must receive:

- A completed and signed DocBoat entry form available at www.docboat.pl. On the entry form, you will be asked to provide a synopsis of the film and a detailed filmography of the director(s)

- Two DVDs (PAL or NTSC). The DVDs should have an English or Polish voice-over, dialogue or subtitles

- A spotting list (as available) and/or a dialogue list (a continuity script) of the film in English or Polish (this content you can send by e-mail)
- Two DVDs (PAL)  without any subtitles (for preparing a Polish screening copy).

Transport of materials and DVDs 

All postal/shipping expenses to and from the festival are to be paid by the entrants. 

When filling in shipment or customs forms, please assign the package a value that does not exceed 10 euros or 10 dollars. All customs duties and taxes incurred when sending packages with express couriers must be paid by the sender.

The submitted material will not be returned to the entrants.

DEADLINE FOR SUBMISSIONS

Deadline DocBoat: 17 July 2009 for all documentaries. Date of postmark deemed to be date of delivery.
SELECTION PROCEDURE AND FOLLOW-UP

Selection Procedure
The festival management selects the documentaries. In case of a film being selected, the festival will notify the applicant, director, producer and distributor of the film by 7 August 2009 at the latest.

Follow-up after selection 
The following required materials must be received by 17 August 2009 (Please this content send by e-mail): 
- Two or three high-resolution digital stills from the film (full-colour). Preferably jpeg 
- A photo of the director (full-colour). Preferably jpeg
- An electronic credit list

- An electronic biography of the director
- Electronic Press Kit (EPK) as available
- A trailer from the documentary (as available) for our website (the preferred video file is 100 mb in size or up to 3 minutes in length) and/or an address of website where the trailer is accessible.
Authorisations
After selection of a documentary, the festival has the right to:
- Use a maximum of ten minutes of video from the documentary for broadcasting, publicity and online purposes
- Use the publicity material (EPK, press books, posters, stills, etc.) to promote the festival
- Use the film on VOD platform available to audience around Poland (maximum up to 5,000 releases during the festival time)

- Keep the DVDs of selected documentaries in its archive for non-circulating reference and educational purposes.

COMPETITION 
DocBoat Competition for Feature-Length Documentary - GRAND PRIX VISTULA RIVER
- Restricted to films and videos longer than 60 minutes
- Documentaries that were completed after 1 January 2007 are eligible 

- Open to international and Polish productions.

Juries and awards
An international jury will select the winning film in the DocBoat Competition for Feature-Length Documentary (GRAND PRIX VISTULA RIVER - grant 5,000 euros and a work of art). The jury has the option to grant a Special Jury Award.

Annually, the DocBoat management awards a Polish-born documentary film director whose work constitutes a distinguished achievement overseas. 

The public shall also award its prize for the best film of the festival. The audience vote will embrace all the films presented at DocBoat.
All decisions made by the festival management and the juries are final. Entry and participation of documentaries implies unconditional acceptance of the Regulations.
